Fiona Sampson MBE is published in thirty-seven languages and her poetry has won international prizes in the US, India, Macedonia and Bosnia. A Fellow and Council member of the Royal Society of Literature, she’s published twenty-seven books, won the Newdigate Prize, and Cholmondeley Award and received a Hawthornden Fellowship and numerous awards from the Arts Councils of England and Wales and from the Society of Authors as well as a number of commendations from the Poetry Book Society. She has twice been shortlisted for both T.S. Eliot and Forward Prizes, held a number of international fellowships and served as judge in international competitions in Ireland, Canada, Bosnia, Slovenia and the UK. She broadcasts and reviews widely; her most recent books are Lyric Cousins: musical form in poetry (EUP, 2016), The Catch (Penguin, 2016) and Limestone Country (Little Toller, 2017). She is Professor of Poetry at the University of Roehampton.

Your visiting poet:

David Harsent has published nine full collections of poetry and several limited editions, and has received a number of literary awards, including the Eric Gregory Award, the Geoffrey Faber Award, the Cheltenham Festival Prize, two Arts Council Bursaries and a Society of Authors Travel Fellowship. Legion won the Forward Prize for best collection 2005 and was shortlisted for both the Whitbread Award and the T.S. Eliot Prize. Selected Poems was shortlisted for the Griffin International Poetry Prize. Night was shortlisted for the T.S. Eliot Prize, the Forward Prize and the Costa Prize, and won the Griffin International Poetry Prize. Fire Songs (2012) won the T.S. Eliot Prize. His work in music theatre has involved collaborations with a number of composers, but most often with Harrison Birtwistle, and has been performed at the Royal Opera House, Carnegie Hall, the Proms and on Channel 4 TV. He is Professor of Creative Writing at the University of Roehampton.
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
